Dear Parents,

The K-12 Health and Safety Guidelines from the Ministry of Education were recently updated, and you can find our
updated school Safety Plan on the homepage of our school website. Most of the updates were minor and do not directly
affect the overall protocols and procedures we already have in place. One change of note is that all staff are now
required to wear a mask when within their own learning group; this was previously optional. This now means teachers
need to teach while wearing a mask. To support the understandable potential strain on voices, teachers have been given
the option to use a personal amplification system to amplify their voice so they can be better heard by the students, and
their voices are protected.

Daily Health Check — Just a reminder that parents/caregivers are to be administering the daily health check assessment
to each child before they come to school every morning.
